1) Connect the HDMI signal sources (Such as PS3, STB etc) to HDMI Transmitter.
2) Connect two CAT6 cables to both the outputs of the transmitter and inputs of the

Receiver. And note that the right connection of the two cables, CAT6-1->CAT6-1
(The cables must follow the standard of EIA-TIA 568B).

3) Connect the HDMI output (Such as HD-LCD, HD-DLP) into the Receiver.
4) Remark: In most cases the power adapter could be taken off. The power adapter is

only needed when the signal source has no sufficient power driving ability.
Attention: Insert/Extract cables gently.
